Our Green Roof
What a perfect way to celebrate Earth Week at Unity. Tuesday we began construction on our Green Roof, just in time to take advantage of the spring growing season. Michael Perry of Building Logics and his roofing crew started Tuesday by removing the aggregate on the present roof’s surface. Over the next 7-8 days their anticipated schedule of activities, assuming Mother Nature agrees and supports us with good weather, is as follows:
Thursday April, 24th

Remove the existing roof deck in sections; Screw down a ½ inch  layer of 
Densdeck (likened to a wallboard product) to the existing insulation; torch down a 
1-ply layer of Famobit P4, an asphalt material containing an incapsulated layer of 
copper which will not bleed into the water but is necessary as a root barrier to 
maintain structural integrity; add a layer of FamoGreen RET, a hydrogel which 
goes in the planting area to absorb water and has the effect of adding 1 inch of 
soil without the added weight. This technology is unique and Building Logics was 
the first American Company to be certified by the German Roofing industry.

Add 3.5 inches of (granulated – very light weight) growing mediam as a final 
roofing layer.
